
Should I volunteer for VIP AYSO?
Yes!  AYSO is a volunteer-run organization. Coaches, buddies and administrators are all

volunteers. Nationwide, over 220,000 parents, teens, neighbors, relatives, and friends lend their time
and talents so that each child gets a terrific AYSO experience. In Trumbull, we have over 270
volunteers!

What are my options as a volunteer?
VIP coach, Buddy for the players OR assist as an Adult Volunteer. It’s just a few hours to become
qualified. Volunteering is not only rewarding, but it’s an essential contribution to the program!

When is registration?
For the Fall season, registration begins early September.
For the Spring season, registration begins mid March/Early April.

Where are VIP Volunteer registrations announced?
Registrations are announced on the Trumbull AYSO website, on our Facebook page, and on other
local social media. Volunteers currently registered receive emails via VIP Program Director.

Who must register?
Every year, all volunteers must complete registration and waivers using the Trumbull AYSO website.

Where do I go to register and become trained as a VIP Volunteer?
Refer to the VIP VOLUNTEER REGISTRATION, section of the VIP Program tab, on Trumbull’s
AYSO site.

Can I sign up to volunteer if I have a VIP player or I’m a player?
Yes, you can sign up online to volunteer while you are registering your child.

What are the training requirements to volunteer? Note: Complete only once. Remains valid for all
volunteering years (refresher course may be required)

*Buddy Registration for those 12-17 1) Parent registers for account & completes volunteer’s
application & waivers 2) Volunteer completes AYSO required Buddy Training. All prior start of season.

*Buddy Registration for those 18 & over: 1) Register for an account; complete application &
waivers 2) Complete background check; 3)  Complete AYSO’s required training: Safe Haven,
Concussion & Cardiac Arrest; and AYSO’s Buddy training. Complete prior to the start of the season.

*Adult Volunteer: Register for an account & complete application & waivers 2) Complete
background check 3) Complete AYSO’s required training: Safe Haven, Concussion & Cardiac Arrest
4) Possible additional training depending on volunteer role.  Complete prior to the start of the season.



What is the registration process?
Volunteers are required to complete training, specific to their role, as specified by AYSO.
The process for registration and training differs depending on the volunteer's age, please choose:
12-17 of age OR SCROLL DOWN TO 18 years of age and older.

**ALL Buddies (returning & new) must complete requirements
before start of season***

Requirements:
1) Registration— Directions are listed AFTER training info.
2) Training—Required by AYSO for ALL volunteers. Volunteering will be hours earned.
Complete once.  Valid for all volunteering years. Future refresher courses may be required.
